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In her first Toronto recital since 2006, Canadian soprano Adrianne Pieczonka performs at the Royal Conservatory of Music’s Koerner Hall on Saturday, May 7 at 8:00 pm. Internationally celebrated for her interpretation of German Lieder, Adrianne’s program features works by  Schubert, Strauss and Wagner. Acclaimed pianist Brian Zeger partners Adrianne for this recital. A renowned musician, he is Artistic Director of the Department of Vocal Arts at The Juilliard School and Executive Director of the Metropolitan Opera Lindemann Young Artist Development Program. 

Adrianne Pieczonka is concurrently starring in the title role of Ariadne auf Naxos at the Canadian Opera Company. A virus prevented her from performing on opening night (Saturday, April 30) but she returned to the production last evening, May 3. Ariadne is one of her signature roles and one that has received international acclaim: "Canadian soprano Adrianne Pieczonka is one of most important artists working today and her Ariadne was simply superb”. (Seen and Heard International); “As Ariadne and the Prima Donna, Adrianne Pieczonka was completely convincing, growing stronger vocally from minute to minute, singing her final scenes with searing intensity." Upcoming Highlights:

Following her performances in Toronto, Adrianne returns to Europe for performances as Tosca in Berlin and Hamburg, and in Lohengrin and Ariadne auf Naxos in Munich. She will also perform in Beethoven’s Ninth Symphony at the inaugural Black Creek Festival in August. Next season she will take on the title role in the COC’s production of Tosca, return to Tokyo to perform in Ariadne auf Naxos and Strauss’s Four Last Songs with the Munich State Opera and Orchestra, conducted by Kent Nagano, appear in Hamburg, Vienna, and Berlin before taking on a new production of Der Fliegender Höllander in Bayreuth. 
Adrianne’s most recent CD is the JUNO-Award winning recording of some of Puccini most well-loved arias from Tosca, La Bohème, Madama Butterfly, Manon Lescaut, among others. Her recording as Elsa in Hännsler Classic’s Lohengrin, featuring Johan Botha as Lohengrin and conducted by Semyon Bychkov, was named both DISC OF THE YEAR and received the OPERA AWARD at the 2010 BBC Music Magazine Awards. 
Adrianne is an Officer of the Order of Canada and, in 2007, was named a Kammersängerin by the Austrian government.
