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Thirty-Eight Young Musicians from Thirteen Countries 

Invited to Attend 2011 Moritzburg Festival Academy

June 23, 2011…The Moritzburg Festival has announced that thirty-eight young musicians from thirteen different countries have been invited to participate in the 2011 Moritzburg Festival Academy beginning on August 1st. Founded in 2006, the Academy offers full scholarships to a group of highly gifted young musicians, awarding them the opportunity to work with Festival soloists, and to perform as an orchestra and in smaller ensembles over an intensive two-week period. 
The Festival is delighted to welcome six Korean musicians to the Academy, four of whom auditioned as a result of the tour to Korea made earlier this spring by Moritzburg Festival artists led by Jan Vogler. As well, musicians from the United States, China, Poland, Spain, Israel, Taiwan, the Czech Republic, Russia, Great Britain, Belarus, Germany, and Norway will participate.

This year, the Academy Orchestra will be led by the esteemed Estonian conductor Anu Tali. Maestro Anu Tali began her musical training as a pianist, graduating from Tallinn Conservatory in 1991 and continuing her conducting studies at the Estonian Academy of Music and the St. Petersburg State Conservatory. In 1997, along with her twin sister, she founded the Nordic Symphony Orchestra. Anu Tali has appeared with the MDR Sinfonieorchester Leipzig, the Madison Symphony Orchestra, the Mozarteumorchester, and the London Sinfonietta at New York’s Lincoln Centre. 

Hosted for the eighth consecutive year by Volkswagen’s “Die Gläserne Manufaktur” (The Transparent Factory), the Festival Academy Orchestra under Anu Tali will open this year’s Moritzburg Festival at 11:00 am on August 7th with a spectacular concert featuring William Byrd’s “Agnus Dei” (from the Mass for Five Voices) and “Vigilate” (from Cantiones Sacrae), Alfred Schnittke’s Concerto Grosso No. 1 (soloists Colin Jacobsen and Mira Wang) and Franz Schubert’s Symphony No. 4 in C minor, D 417 (The Tragic). 

As well, participants of the Academy also appear in smaller chamber music formations during the Festival including the Family Concert and the “Long Night of Chamber Music”.

ABOUT THE 2011 MORITZBURG FESTIVAL

The Moritzburg Festival, founded in 1993 by internationally celebrated cellist and Dresden resident Jan Vogler, puts the spotlight on British composers in 2011. Works by William Byrd, Henry Purcell, Benjamin Britten, John Tavener, Frank Bridge, Arnold Bax and Edward Elgar will be featured during the 15-day festival. Celebrated soloists appearing include e.g. Frank Peter Zimmermann, Nicola Benedetti, Antoine Tamestit and Alice Sara Ott. The composer-in-residence is German creator Torsten Rasch whose works have been performed by orchestras and opera companies in Europe and Great Britain. During the 1990’s Torsten Rasch based himself in Japan where he wrote film music, adding to his already impressive composition repertoire.
