July 2011….The Moritzburg Festival has released its latest SONY recording:  Schubert's famous Piano Quintet in A Major (Trout Quintet) as well as four different variations of the very popular "The Trout". Featuring cellist Jan Vogler, Benjamin Schmid (violin), Lars Anders Tomter (viola), Janne Saksala (double bass) and Antti Siirala (piano), the recording has already received high praise from www.ndr.de: “The musicians  give this work a serious reading: the sound is transparent, the interaction well-coordinated, the tempi moderate.”

The artists took an intriguing approach to “The Trout” – each musician was asked to create their own variation – a veritable “Trout” feast! Violist Lars Anders Tomter invited hardanger fiddler Erik Sollid to create a Trout variation based on a Norwegian peasant wedding; pianist Antti Siirala took an atonal approach and violinist Benjamin Schmid performs his variation of “The Trout” with accordionist Stian Carstensen. 

Schubert: Die Forelle | Trout variations is featured in a Moritzburg Festival concert on August 10 in the Evangelische Kirche in Moritzburg.
This is the fifth recording made by Moritzburg Festival artists for the SONY label featuring composers as diverse as Schumann, Fauré, Mozart, Piazzolla and Schulhoff. Volume 1 of the two CD’s dedicated to Mozart won the 2006 ECHO Klassik Music Award. 
The Moritzburg Festival: August 7 – 21, 2011
Founded in 1993 and located near Dresden, Germany, the Moritzburg Chamber Music Festival continues to seek out and embrace new experiences and collaborations. Moritzburg Festival Artists have made award-winning recordings, toured extensively in Germany, to the United States and recently to South Korea. 

The 2011 Festival spotlights British composers featuring works by William Byrd, Henry Purcell, Benjamin Britten, John Tavener, Frank Bridge, Arnold Bax and Edward Elgar. The Composer-in-Residence is German creator Torsten Rasch whose works have been performed by orchestras and opera companies in Europe and Great Britain. 

The spectacular Schloss Moritzburg is the heart of this 15-day feast of music, along with the Evangelische Kirche in Moritzburg, the Proschwitz Wine Estate, the Volkswagen "Die Gläserne Manufaktur" (the Transparent Factory) and the famed Frauenkirche in Dresden. Highlights include a Gala concert and dinner on August 12 in the Schloss Moritzburg that offers wonderful music followed by a dinner prepared by starred chef Stefan Hermann and gourmet chef Olav Seidel, the midday Proschwitz Music Picnic on August 14 in the gardens of the Schloss Proschwitz as well as the chamber music concert on August 20 with violinist Frank Peter Zimmermann and pianist Alice Sara Ott.
